     I have the 8 lb. Pom with a herniated disc and several other medical problems. I began the regiment of salt water using the Celtic Sea Salt in the water and on her food as you directed. Her legs are still a bit weak but she IS walking with all four flat on the ground.
     There are no words to thank you enough for your invaluable information.
     She was not eligible for surgery because of a collapsing trachea, and would have eventually been unable to walk at all. I would also like to thank 'Ron' who gave additional information regarding the chlorophyll and omega 3, both of which I will introduce into her diet. She has  always eaten raw beef/veggies and some fruit and I will continue with  that diet.
     I will certainly direct my friends to your site and will also share with the vets in my area. I was thinking an ad in our local paper would be a good idea too. My husband and I have some aches and pains and after seeing what it did for Tiki - we're on board too!
     My heartfelt thanks to you again. I know my 8 1/2 yr. old Pom now has a chance to live a longer and healthier life - a huge relief for us!

     Teqi died on Monday, August 17th directly caused by the only vet in this town. Her coughing was occurring every 2-3 seconds and I had to take her in. I will blame myself for eternity for leaving her in his care.
     He gave her a shot to calm her down and allow the trachea to relax. He said she could be put on heart meds. to allow her to breathe a little easier (she had a small heart murmur) and this might help her live a little longer -she was only 8.5 yrs. old and my other small dogs lived to be 17. 
     I did tell him of the watercure2 site & what a huge difference this information had made in her life and he did seem receptive to finding out more.
     What happened next is still a shock to me. He called after only an hr. saying he had to stop pulling her teeth!!! At no time did we talk about this - she had trouble breathing and he's pulling teeth! Not only that, but she had had only a mild sedative. He pulled three and was trying to pull a 4th. My little girl must have put up a hell of a fight. It makes me sick.
     I did not know how bad she was until arriving there following his call. Teqi was in severe shock - her breathing sounded like a respirator pump only at high speed. Her eyes were wild and she couldn't focus on my face. I know she heard my voice - her ears went back. He then went into see another patient! I screamed at the girl to get him back out here - put her out NOW. The first shot did not do the job and a 2nd had to be administered. We picked her up the next day - I was not going to allow him to do another thing to her. We now have her ashes at home but this has been all so senseless. 
     She did not have to die and especially in the manner she did. I will always blame myself for leaving her there.
     I have just typed a letter to him demanding compensation including a cheque for our SPCA to be donated in Teqi's honor. I am too upset now, but I want to start a trust in Teqi's name to help others care for their animals and to hopefully learn from my mistakes. Never leave you pet in the care of anyone without making sure exactly what is going to be done. Although he went ahead and pulled her teeth without my knowledge or permission, I still take the blame. I left her there.
     I want to thank you again for your invaluable information regarding the sea salt. It helped her immensely, so much so that she was walking almost normally. I am so grateful she had relief for that at least. When I am able to function again I will spread your information about the sea salt -
